Bremwood Bingo Prize Ideas:

Prizes should be things that are suitable for 10-18 year old boys and girls.  Sometimes we run a bit low on older teen boy items.  We're not trying to do overly expensive items, but rather some smaller items that allow us to do several rounds of bingo and have a good number of kids win.  Small games/cards, hats, scarves, socks, stuffed animals, books, room décor, candy, markers, notebooks, etc., have been very popular.  Don’t want to be too definitive, as people have been amazingly creative in previous years and we don't want to squelch that.  One caution is that some of the really small games/toys broke the first time the winners used them, so try to avoid anything that you think might break quickly.

Magazines – Whether they are about cars, computers or sports.

Toiletries (deodorant, shower gel, razors, travel sized cologne/aftershave)
Wallet
Gift cards for teen appropriate retailers – Casey’s, Kwik Start, Walgreens, Walmart - $5 max
Posters for room

Clock – either a wall clock or alarm clock
Mobile phone accessories (covers, ring tones, games, credit)
Sport/collectible/trading cards
